Out-of –Class Fiction Book Project

Each student must:

· Choose a fiction book from the library or classroom, which you have not previously read, and that is suited to your reading ability.
· Fill out the book approval form and hand in to Mrs. Nech by Friday, Sept. 23.
· Complete the two-part project described below by Friday, Nov. 4.
There are two grades associated with this project:

1.
(50 Points)  Each student must prepare a 25-question objective quiz covering the book.  The quiz needs to have at least three kinds of questions.  Choose from fill-in-the-blank, true/false, multiple choice and matching.  The quiz must be typed or written neatly in ink,  with a separate answer key.

2.
(100 Points)  Each student must complete one of the projects listed below.  Every type of project must include detailed information about these elements:
· Theme

· Plot

· Characters

· Setting

· Five examples of figurative language or analysis of author’s writing style

· Author biography (brief and in your own words)

Project Suggestions:

· Written book review—must be at least two computer-generated pages, typed in MLA format, and must include a critical analysis of the elements listed above.  

· Illustrated children’s version or comic book—should include the most important points of the original book, written in simpler language and illustrated.  Student must fill out a story elements graphic organizer to go with this project.
· PowerPoint presentation—student must be skilled in the use of PowerPoint.  Presentation must include information on all of the above listed elements of literature.

· Book Dust Jacket—student will design a dust jacket for his/her book, which includes illustrations and information about the literary elements on the front and back flaps and back cover.

· Infomercial Script—student will write a script for a television program advertising and selling the book.  Parts may be written for the host, author and any characters giving “testimonials” about the book.  Must include the literary elements.



Class time will be given each week to read and work on the projects.  Be prepared to use class time wisely!


If you have another idea, check with the teacher.  All projects are due by class time on Friday, November 4.
